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A Servant's Heart
"...for I am your servant."”
Psalm 143:12

David is one of my favorite biblical characters. I guess because he showed his humanity at so many
points yet God used him in a mighty way. Throughout the Bible we see David on the mountaintops and
also in his despair when he was literally at his lowest ebb. That's humanity. That's life. We all go through
our ups and downs. One thing that sticks out in my mind about David is that he was either praising God
or calling out for help throughout his life.

When David talked to God he did it so fully. He told God his troubles, pleaded with God at times,
praised God, and emptied his heart. Do we do that? Oh to be so near to God that you could commune
with Him so closely! Why don't we? What stops us from doing so? He's the same God. Why can't we
seem to walk and talk with him like David did?

I guess it could be a lot of reasons but I think that the last part of Psalm 143 sums it up. David ends his
prayer in verse 12 by saying, "...for I am thy servant." David had a servant's heart. He recognized that
God was his Maker. David knew Whom the Master was and what the Master was capable of.

Have you ever read and studied the prayers and psalms of David? They contain so much. Studying
them I have begun noticing a pattern jumping out at me. I'm sure it's not a new discovery but I have just
begun to realize that in David's prayers he expects an outcome.

Let's look at some of the expected outcomes David prayed for just in Psalm 143 alone.
v. 7 Hear me.
"Hear me speedily, O LORD: my spirit faileth: hide not thy face from me, lest I be like unto them that go down into the pit."
v. 8 Cause me.
"Cause me to hear thy loving kindness in the morning; for in thee do I trust: cause me to know the way wherein I should walk; for
1 lift up my soul unto thee."”
v. 9 Deliver me.
"Deliver me, O LORD, from mine enemies: I flee unto thee to hide me."
v.10 Teach me.
"Teach me to do thy will; for thou art my God. thy spirit is good; lead me into the land of uprightness. "
v. 11 Quicken me.
"Quicken me, O LORD, for thy name's sake: for thy righteousness' sake bring my soul out of trouble."”

David then ended his prayer with "...for I am thy servant.” David didn't go to God only half expecting Him
to answer. He was confident and sure. He knew God would hear
him because he knew God and served God with a servant’s heart.
May we all strive to improve our relationship with God by seeking
